Competitors must have appropriate non-marking sole footwear with long socks, fencing jackets and
breeches (minimum 350N), under-plastrons (minimum 800N), fencing glove and mask (minimum
350N) with back strap, bib straps for Leon Paul contour fit masks are not required. Fencers in U10,
U12 events must use size 2 épées and sabres and size 3 foils. Fencers should also be prepared for
weapon tests. Foil bibs are not required in U10, U12 Foil.
